Green jobs are evolving in the current recession as
the economy re-invents itself. Additionally, jobs in
the area of professional and business services are
projected to grow by 30.8% in the coming years.
HCE’s businesses fit perfectly into these trends. Its
business line can vastly improve the public as well
as the private sector’s ability to be Lean and Green
by vastly improving the way in which paper and
digital documents are processed, archived, shared
and, if need be, disposed of. It can also improve an
organization’s  productivity  while  delivering
significant reductions in costs.

With rising energy prices, the shadow of climate
change and the credit crunch, now is the time to
recycle our use of technology in the office and
consider instead how we can better use the
information we habitually commit to paper.
